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On August 14, 2009, the former Grand Forks MSW landfill discontinued acceptance of waste. From August 17

to September 23, the City baled, bagged, and hauled all incoming municipal solid waste (MSW) to the City of
Fargo Landfill as an interim disposal option
while the new landfill was being constructed.
The cost associated with this interim hauling
and disposal was approximately $195,000.

On September 24, the northwest portion of
the new landfill cell was inspected and
approved by the North Dakota Department of
Health (NDDH) as an initial MSW disposal
area. The new site is located northeast of
former landfill. The City continues to
progress through the construction phase of
the new landfill with an estimated cell
completion date of October 26, 2009.

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The Lund Sanitation municipal solid waste landfill facility located near Noonan, North Dakota, previously
owned and operated by Alton Lund, has been sold to the Noonan Landfill, LLC. President Dan Ruby of
Noonan Landfill, LLC, received a permit for a solid waste management facility to operate a less than 20
ton/day municipal solid waste landfill unit and an inert waste landfill unit from the North Dakota Department of
Health on October 15, 2009.

Dan Ruby is also the owner/operator of Circle Sanitation. Circle Sanitation provides waste hauling services to
customers in central and northwestern North Dakota. Dan Ruby indicated in his landfill application to the State
of North Dakota that the Noonan Landfill will be used for disposing of residential and commercial municipal solid
wastes as well as waste from the demolition of buildings from the northern northwest corner of North Dakota.
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The City of Grand Forks continues to expand refuse and recycling
services as a result of continued success and increased traffic on the
Grand Forks Greenway and the adjacent downtown business areas.
The container placement, maintenance, and servicing is a collaborative
effort between the City of Grand Forks and the downtown businesses.
Containers were signed with the sponsoring business logo as well as
Mayor Brown’s G3 slogan, “Doing our Part”.

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With winds recorded up to 150 miles per hour, the amount of trees, debris from buildings and other damaged
properties the residents and city staff had to deal with mounted quickly. Ron Bachmeier, Dickinson’s Senior
Public Works Specialist, stated that the city is in the final stages of covering a separate inert landfill site that
was re-opened just a few blocks south of the tornado-damaged area. Several houses, eight apartment
buildings, a church and body shop all had to be disposed of. The city had help from the street department and
also had to rent a bulldozer for compaction and cover of the material. They got together with contractors who
separated and recycled the appliances, scrap metal from buildings, concrete (block, footings, foundations,
sidewalks, etc.), asphalt lots and more. Bachmeier estimates that the original cleanup debris sent to their
current Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) landfill was about 1,304 tons of material. After utilizing their MSW site,
the North Dakota Department of Health authorized a renewal of the city’s second inert landfill site (that was not
full and had not been utilized recently). The site provided convenient access for disposal since it was just
south of where the damages occurred. An estimated 2,868 yards of debris was hauled to the second inert site
to save space in the city’'s MSW site.

Finally, on August 11”‘, a fire broke out at the landfill's
baling facility. Though there has been no known cause
listed for the fire, probable causes include a cigarette, hot
ashes or combustibles. Bachmeier believes garbage
that came through on the baler conveyor belt could have
been smoldering for hours. It ignited on the conveyor;
smoke filled the building and left a heavy layer of soot on
everything. An employee that left the building at
approximately 8 p.m. that night did not smell smoke; the
fire alarm went off just after 2 a.m. the following morning.
Though there was no damage from the fire itself, the
heat and smoke damage melted overhead doors, about
80% of the building’s wiring had to be redone and the

entire building had to be washed down due to the smoke. $ - 009 0 9

repainted. Fortunately, none of the sixteen vehicles
(garbage trucks, pickups, loaders, etc.) that were inside
the building were lost; they just had to be cleaned due to the smoke damage. The damage is over $300,000
and still adding up. Bachmeier stated that they recently got the building’s heating system working again and
that everything is getting back to business as usual.
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During the 2009 Legislative Assembly, a number of bills were presented on solid waste topics including a
waste reduction fund, issues on facility siting and zoning, recycling, etc. An interim study was authorized via
House Bill 1338 charging the interim Advisory Commission on Intergovernmental Relations to study solid
waste issues for the 2011 legislative session. The Commission, whose members include Representatives
Dwight Wrangham (Bismarck) , Dan Ruby (Minot) and Senators Arden Anderson (Wahpeton) and Tracy Potter
(Bismarck) plus seven citizen members and a governors designee met on July 28 and October 27, 2009. The
Commission is assisted by Tim Dawson of the Legislative Council staff.

The commission is evaluating background information on facility siting, political subdivision issues and
remaining disposal capacity, and is also looking at recycling, biomass, alternative technologies, recovering
energy from waste, and related issues. The next meeting is tentatively set for Fargo in January. For more
information and to keep abreast of these issues, visit the North Dakota Legislative Assembly Website at
www.legis.nd.gov.

The City also continues to discuss with the Rye and Falconer Township officials regarding roadway upgrades
and future roadway repair strategies as part of the City’s “Good Neighbor Policy” that was submitted as part of
the permitting process for the new landfill.

Grand Forks Public Works Director, Todd Feland, states, “The City appreciates the continued regional support
and patronage that has and will assist in keeping overall costs down as the City begins MSW disposal at the
new landfill site for the long term. The City has and will continue to strive for increased recycling and diversion
as well as to examine and study long-term solutions for MSW disposal that will be sustainable and cost
effective for the region.”
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EPA's newest tool to estimate the benefits of recycling rather than landfilling - IWARM - is posted on the web
at: http://www.epa.gov/epawaste/conserve/tools/iwarm/index.htm. iIWARM is the consumer version of WARM,

it helps you understand the energy saved by recycling small quantities of common household products, rather
than landfilling them. IWARM uses the same energy factors as WARM to provide the relative energy savings
from recycling rather than landfilling. The energy savings are translated into the equivalent amount of
electricity, estimating how long that amount of electricity will operate a variety of household appliances.

For example, recycling an aluminum beverage can rather than landfilling it saves enough energy to operate a
60W incandescent light bulb for 4.3 hours, or to operate the equivalent compact fluorescent bulb for 20 hours.

It is
a tool that shows the consumer how to recycle used electronics through manufacturers, local electronics
stores, and online trade-in programs that offer cash or gift cards.
