Z’s Trees & Dakota Mulch Provides Wood Grinding and Wood Chips 
 

In Cooperstown, ND, a 435 horsepower wood grinder eats up tree rows and other wood products.  A fairly new 
company, Z’s Trees and Dakota Mulch offers both tree removal and finished wood chips.  Owner Rodd Zorn 
started his business after assisting with the Hurricane Ivan and Hurricane Katrina tree cleanup efforts.  In 2009, he 
wanted to bring his business full circle and use the wood chips that were left from the grinding jobs.  He expanded 
with a chipper that creates a 1 to 3 inch size wood chip which he then sells as playground material, animal 
bedding and more.  Besides the natural (undyed) wood chips, Zorn has dyed chips available in red, gold and dark 
walnut.

Bismarck Expands Recycling Program 
 

The City of Bismarck Public Works office has expanded their 
recycling program to include recycling within all city buildings 
such as the library, city hall, the Civic Center and other city 
offices.  The city has a recycling committee made up of city 
employees, residents, business representatives and others 
that are interested in advancing recycling efforts within the 
city.  As a part of this, the recycling group encouraged the city 
to begin recycling “in-house” to set an example by starting 
with their own city offices.  This past winter, the City  
purchased recycling containers for inside of city buildings and a used truck (pictured above) to collect newspapers, 
office paper, cans, plastics and other items from various departments each week or as needed. 

 
Proper Reuse and Management of Damaged Utility Poles Encouraged 
 
BISMARCK, N.D. – (June 11, 2010) The North Dakota Department of Health is encouraging the proper reuse and 
management of damaged utility poles, according to Ted Poppke, environmental scientist with the Department of 
Health.  “Many of the utility poles that were knocked down or damaged during winter storms earlier this year are 
being reused by farmers, ranchers and others,” Poppke said. “While we encourage the recycling or reuse of these 
materials, we do want to make sure people handle them safely.”  
 

Wood Materials  
Most utility poles and cross arms have been treated by one of several methods to extend 
the service life of the pole. This treated wood should not be burned in open fires or in 
stoves, fireplaces or residential boilers because toxic chemicals may be produced as part 
of the smoke and ashes. In addition, treated wood should not be used where it may come 
into contact with humans or food sources – including playgrounds or play areas, 
vegetable gardens and agricultural production and storage areas – or where it may come 
into direct or indirect contact with drinking water supplies.  
 
Lead  
The galvanized steel pins that hold ceramic or plastic insulators on the utility poles have 
threads made of lead. If swallowed, lead and lead dust can cause adverse health effects, 
including behavioral problems, learning disabilities, miscarriage, seizures and death. 
Children 6 and younger and pregnant women are the most at risk for the dangers of lead.  

 
Anyone collecting broken utility poles or parts should handle the lead-containing metal components as little as 
possible. Because it is toxic, lead cannot be disposed of in the garbage or a landfill. Instead, the parts that contain 
lead must be separated for recycling. The Department of Health’s Division of Waste Management has a list of metal 
recyclers who may be interested in recycling the lead. Ceramic or plastic insulators that are entirely free of metal, 
including lead, may be reused, recycled or disposed of in an inert or municipal solid waste landfill.  For more

Determine Greenhouse Gas Impact from Waste Management Actions 
 
EPA and its partners have developed several tools to help individuals and organizations determine the greenhouse 
(GHG) impact of their purchasing, manufacturing, and waste management actions.  Several of these tools are based 
on EPA research on emission factors, as reported in Solid Waste Management and Greenhouse Gases: A Life-
Cycle Assessment of Emissions and Sinks and associated reports.”  Website:

Wahpeton Company Pays Businesses for Recycling

Edwards Universal Goods, Wahpeton, is seeking a recycling license from the city.  Robert Winston, vice president  
of the company, presented the request Tuesday at the Public Works and Safety Committee meeting.  "(Winston) 
was looking for customers in town and has a little bit of a unique situation compared to other recyclers," said Darcie 
Huwe, finance director.  Edwards actively finds commercial applications for recyclable materials such as cardboard, 
aluminum, paper, plastics and even Styrofoam.  "We found an outlet for that," said Winston. "There's a turkey farm 
in Sisseton (S.D.)... that uses it for nesting for their turkeys.  He added, "Whatever we collect that doesn't have a 
recycle market for it, we try to find a way to use it so that it doesn't end up in a landfill." 
 
The company is unique in that it buys recyclable goods directly from businesses. Edwards serves as a client for 
businesses in the same way the city of Wahpeton is a client for Waste Management. Also, where residents pay for 
recycling bins, Edwards provides such bins for businesses.  The city has a provision for a recycling license for a 
$100 fee, which will be prorated.  "The purpose of the license is so we know who's hauling in town and we know 
who's accountable," said Huwe. "You don't want someone carrying on business as a recycler and dumping out by 
the river or something."  Huwe also noted that there are other companies in the area that are performing similar 
functions who aren't licensed.  Edwards' license would have no affect on the exclusive residential agreement for 
waste and recycling between the city and Waste Management, said Huwe and Steve Lies, city attorney. 
 
One current client of Edwards Universal Goods is Oklahoma City-based company Shred-It, said Winston. 
"They don't have the outlets, so they'll bring it to us to process at that point," Winston said.  Rather than dumping 
shredded sensitive documents procured from local businesses, such as St. Catherine's Living Center, Edwards 
sees that they are appropriately recycled.  In its efforts to reduce waste and landfill use, Edwards oversees delivery 
of materials to centers across the country. The recycled materials are collected in large quantities, with aluminum 
and baled paper shipped to mills in Wisconsin, and plastics sent to California. 
"Nothing that we deal with is trash, or what you would call waste," Winston said. "Because we don't accept any 
waste. Anything that's been contaminated."  Such contaminants include food left on cardboard from restaurants. 
Edwards controls the amount of trash that ends up in its dumpster, and eventually the landfill, by removing 
contaminants such as tape from boxes, Winston said. 
 
Edwards Universal Goods pays $75 per ton of office paper and cardboard, and 10 cents per pound of plastics and 
aluminum.  Committee member Jim Hartman offered the first motion of his term to begin the licensing process for 
Edwards Universal Goods as soon as possible. 
 
The motion was seconded and approved by the committee to be sent to the full council.

Educational Recycling Kits for Every County in North Dakota 
 

Within the past few months, the NDSWRA put together and distributed 
educational recycling kits that were sent to the largest elementary school 
in each county.  For example, in Barnes County, the kit was sent to 
Jefferson Elementary in Valley City.  Each kit contains examples of what 
can be recycled (like a newspaper, plastic bottle, etc.) and what they get 
made into (egg carton, carpeting, etc.) along with a booklet of tips on how 
to reduce, reuse and recycle and a DVD titled "The Rotten Truth".   
The DVD is an excellent video that talks about landfills, recycling, waste 
reduction and composting.  See the letter (PDF) for a list of what is in 
each kit.  Each kit also has a checkout list so that others (from schools, 
extension offices, public works offices, etc.) can borrow the kit to educate 
the public, students and others about recycling and waste reduction.

The kits were funded by both an EPA grant 
and by the NDSWRA.  A list of educational brochures that are available 
for your community, business, etc. can also be found on the same site 
(such as paint/household hazardous waste, waste prevention/waste 
reduction/buying recycled content, composting, etc.).

Feedback Wanted: Should We Be a Partner with Keep America Beautiful? 
 

Over the past year or so, you may be aware that the National Recycling Coalition (NRC) dissolved and is currently 
reorganizing and building their membership again.  The NDSWRA has never been a member of a national 
organization, such as the Solid Waste Association of North America (SWANA) or the National Recycling Coalition 
(NRC), however, many state solid waste and recycling organizations are members of these.  When the NRC was 
having difficulties, rather than have no national voice for recycling, it was thought that another organization could 
take over/merge/help with this task.  Over the past six months, the national organization, Keep America Beautiful 
(KAB), whose primary function is the education of litter reduction (or the “Great American Cleanup”), has decided to 
create a KAB Recycling Partnership or if you will, a “recycling branch” as part of their organization.  They have held 
several webinars inviting organizations from 41 states to partner with them in their plans for improved recycling 
programs for communities and schools in the future.   
 
Angela Boeshans, the NDSWRA’s current Executive Director, “attended” these webinars.  Boeshans states, “KAB’s 
mission is to ‘engage individuals to take greater responsibility for improving their community environments’.  They 
are an educational organization with public-private partnerships.”  As a partner, KAB is waiving “membership” fees 
in 2010; in the future the NDSWRA would send in a fee of $5 per member (for us, about $600).  In return for this 
investment, KAB would provide the following: grants for state America Recycles Day coordinators (or organization 
would be the state coordinator/point of contact), recycling bin grants and educational tools for those that want to 
expand their public recycling space programs (at parks, universities, stadiums, malls, etc.), improved school 
programs (such as RecycleMania, a national recycling challenge that several ND colleges/universities are 
participating in), curbside value partnerships (there are higher participation and volumes associated with this 
program) and other programs.  KAB is not a public policy organization. 
 
Boeshans brought this information to the June NDSWRA Board of Directors meeting and most of the board seemed 
to agree that the NDSWRA should partner with KAB; however, not all agreed.  The Board decided that an article 
would be written informing our members about it and ask for your feedback on whether or not we should partner.

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Dickinson to Recycle Tires; Looks to Add Yard Waste and Cardboard Sites 
 
In February, the City of Dickinson attended a scrap tire webinar that provided them with the motivation and 
information to start saving tires for recycling that would normally be landfilled.  Ron Bachmeier, Senior Public Works 

Specialist for the City of Dickinson stated that in 2009, the City landfill approximately 10,000 used 
tires.  When landfilled, the tires take up space and cause other issues.  The recycling committee 
that formed in February has also been moving forward with possibility of setting up sites that 
residents could drop off yard waste at (which the city had years ago) and corrugated cardboard.  
Bachmeier said that one idea would be to offer/collect cardboard from larger sources (retailers) and 
at the same location, place a container for the public to drop off cardboard.  Finally, more 
communities across the state, such as in Carrington (pharmacies) and now Dickinson (police 
station) will begin collecting outdated prescription drugs.  See the orange box on page 4 for a flyer 
related to this topic.
